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May Road, 54 Roma Road and 105 May Road

The May Road construction site is one of the largest for the
Central Interceptor project and will have some level of activity
for five and a half years.

The site will be established from 12 August when we will
create access roads to the site and manage stormwater.

We will construct two deep shafts on the site which will
ultimately collect the wastewater from the local sewer pipes
and transfer it to the Central Interceptor.
